Do you ever wish you could avoid paying
taxes and at the same time help Kino?
Sounds like a no brainer, doesn’t it?
Well, amazingly, that’s exactly what the
Arizona tax credit for donations for pri-
vate school scholarships allows you to do.
 
If you ordinarily would have paid (for ex-
ample) $500 in Arizona income tax in
2007, you can donate $500 to Kino in-
stead and pay ZER0 to the Arizona De-
partment of Revenue.  If you are married
filing jointly, you can reduce your taxes
by any amount up to $1,000.   
 
Scholarships benefit all of us because
they are a vitally important way to keep
our community strong. 
 
We ask everyone to at least become
aware of how the tax credit works and
take a look at what they pay in Arizona
income taxes. 
 
Last week we mailed out a letter explain-
ing the tax credit in greater detail.
